Greeting and Blessing:

After not hearing from you for a very long time, I
received your long letter of the 29th of Iyar, with the
enclosures, following the telephone conversation which you
had with Rabbi Hodakov, the gist of which was conveyed to
me.

To answer your questions regarding your future Parnosso,
what it should be, and where, etc. - the decision in such a
problem depends upon many factors and details, which makes
it difficult for me to give a definitive reply. However, I
can give you the following guidelines:

First of all only such possibilities are worthwhile
considering which are practical, not theoretical or far-
fetched., Of the practical possibilities, only such can be
considered as offer the abilit¥ to fully comply with the
Dinim of the Shulchan Aruch. his would rule out any posi-
tion which involves the use of a microphone on Shabbos, and
the like, Furthermore, it is clear that the proposition
which can be considered has to be one that has also the full
approval of your wife.

If there are more than one such openings, which satisfy
all the above mentioned conditions, the choice should be of
that position which, of course, of%ers the best conditions
spiritually and financially, In the event that advice is
still needed, and in view of the fact that a decision can
be made only after all the facts and details are known and
thoroughly weighed, as mentioned above, the best thing for
you would be to consult with some of your friends, with whom
