The Tzitzis & Yarmulka Club

My aunt’s father, Reb Nosson Kalman Fellig, who was affectionately known as “Uncle
Nussen”, arrive in Montreal, Canada right after WWII. Although he was not a
Lubavitcher at the time, he enrolled in the newly established Yeshivas Tomchei
Temimim unde the direction of nine Bochurim Shluchim who were sent there by the
Frierdiker Rebbe. He soon became a full-fledged Chossid of the Frierdiker Rebbe.

At that time, he decided to bring Yiddishkeit to the Yidden in the city, by starting
“The Yarnulka & Tzitizis Club.” He distributed hundreds of Yarnulkas and Tzitzis. This
was just a beginning. From there Uncle Nussen began putting Tefillin on Yidden.
He gave Tefillintoteensifthey did nothave a pairoftheirown. He procured kosher
food for people training in the Air Force, koshered homes and taught people about
Shabbos. He was busy doing mivtzoim well before the Rebbe formally announced
the multiple Mitzva Campaigns.

In 1948, Eretz Yisroel was recognized by the nations of the world as a Jewish State.
The Arab countries were very upset by this resolution and decided to make their
feelingsfelt. Warbroke outinthe Middle East, whichwsto becomethe historic “War
of Independence” for Eretz Yisroel.

During this critical time the suggestion to have a Chaplain sent to the battlefront
to help cheer up the soldiers and keep morale was proposed. Since Reb Nosson
was famous for telling a good joke or two and for his natural charisma - many felt
that he was the perfect candidate for the job.

When approached with the idea, Reb Nosson responded that before accepting
anything, he first had to get the bracha and haskam (consent) of his Rebbe, the
Frierdiker Rebbe. Allagreed but meanwhile a ticket was purchased for him. People
began giving him packages of food and letters for loved ones.

In the interim, Reb Nosson traveled to New York to have a Yechidus with the
Frierdiker Rebbe for a bracha and haskama. Although they had never met before,
the Frierdiker Rebbe already knew of Uncle Nosson because he would write to the
Frierdiker Rebbe about his programs in Montreal.

When he entered the Frierdiker Rebbe’s Yechidus room, he gave his letter to the
Rebbe with his question if he should go to Eretz Yisroel to serve as a Chaplain or
not. After reading the letter, the Frierdiker Rebbe asked Reb Nussen, “Do all the
Yidden in Montreal have Tzitzis? Mezuzos? Tefillin? A Kosherhome?” Reb Nosson
answered, “Not everyone.” The Frierdiker Rebbe told him that if this was the case,
he should go back to Montreal and continue his work.

Reb Nosson cancelled his ticket and returned to Montreal to continue his work per
the instructions of the Frierdiker Rebbe. He was a great source of Chessed, Torah
and Ahavas Yisroel in the City of Montreal - initiating and organizing many
successful programs, clubs and Mivtzoim initiatives.

Heshy Fellig was present at the time this story took place on Shemini Atzeres at
night before the Hakofos.

Simchas Torah was known to be my aunt’s father Reb Nosson Kalman Fellig’s,
“Yom Tov”. Therefore, every year, Reb Nosson Would come to the Rebbe on
Hoshana Rabba to receive Lekach from the Rebbe. He knew that if he re-
ceived Lekach from the Rebbe, it was a guarantee for a good year.

In the year 1969, Reb Nosson and his son Hirshy, who celebrates his birthday on
Hoshana Rabba, were on their way to 770 from Montreal. They were stuck in
terrible traffic, and by the time they reached 770 it was 10 minutes after the
Rebbe had finished giving Lekach. Reb Nosson ran to the door and told Rabbi
Klein that he had just arrived and did not get “his” Lekach. Rabbi Klein told

him the Rebbe was now in the middle of his Erev Yom Tov meal (it is a

mitzvah to eat a meal on Hoshana Rabba) and there was nothing to be done.
“What do you want me to do?” Rabbi Klein asked him. “Should | knock on the
Rebbe’s door? Reb Nosson told him not to, but he desperately needed his
Lekach! “I can’t miss out on Lekach. My entire year is ruined!”

It was the night of Shjmini Atzeres. After Ma’ariv, all of the Chassidim went
home to recite Kiddush before Hakofos. “Uncle Nosson”, as he was affection-
ately called, told his son Hirshy to follow him. Hirshy asked his father where
they were going, and he was told not to ask too many questions. They both
made their way up the stairs to the main floor of 770 where the Gabboim were
standing. Uncle Nussen discovered that the Rebbe was in his room, and he
proceeded to bother Rabbi Hodakov and Rabbi Groner. “l have to get
Lekach”. They told him that it was not a time for any jokes. “You know that
it's before Hakofos.” However, Reb Nosson did not take no for an answer, |
must get Lekach - I'm serious.”

Finally Rabbi Groner told Reb Nosson, “Listen, you are driving us crazy here, but
I'll tell you what | will do. | am going into the Rebbe’s room for something.

Once inside, | will tell the Rebbe that you are standing outside and that you

did not get Lekach yet. That's all | can do; | can't tell the Rebbe what to do.”

Reb Nosson agreed to this.

Rabbi Groner went into the Rebbe’s study and shortly thereafter came out. Reb
Nosson aske Rebbi Groner if he had kept his promise, and Rabbi Groner said

that he had relayed the message to the Rebbe. However, Rabbi Groner did
not say if or when the Rebbe was going to be coming out of his study.
Therefore, Reb Nosson stood by the door waiting for the Rebbe to come out.

The Gabboim saw Reb Nosson

standing nexttothe Rebbe’s door and
asked him what he was ‘
there for. Reb Nosson answered

that he wanted to stand
Two minutes later the door
Rebbe’s room opened and
Rebbe came out with a big
and wished Reb Nosson a
Yom Tov”. In the Rebbe’s
was a box. ltwasfilled with
cake (that was very hard) -
honey cake.

Reb Nosson wished the Rebbe a “Gut Yom Tov”. The Rebbe asked Reb
Nosson about his family. Reb Nosson replied that his wife was in Manhattan
(by her parents) and his son Yanky was lost downstairs somewhere in 770.

The Rebbe gave Reb Nosson five pieces of marble cake for the entire family.
The Rebbe then gave his son Hirshy a piece of marble cake. Reb Nosson
was the happiest person in the
world. Hirshy had never seen his
father so happy. The Gabboim,
who were watching this incident,
were in total shock. How was it
possible for someone to receive
Lekach before Hakofos!.

Later, Rebbi Klein told Reb Nosson,
“l have a secret to tell you! The
cake that the Rebbe gave you was
his breakfast cake.”
