It is quite some time since 1 received your letter, in which you wrote
about the matter of the precious stones that adorned the garment of the High
Priest, and ask for clarification. I regret the delay in replying to your let-
ter, but since everything is by Divine Providence, my acknowledgment of
your letter at this time gives me the opportunity of extending to you and
yours the timely traditional blessing for a Kesivo vaChasimo Tovo.

As for the subject matter of your letter - there are various opinions
by our classical commentaries on the Torah, some of them are available
also in English. You can find the various opinions gathered in Torah Shleima
on the particular sections in the Torah, but this is in Hebrew.

Needless to say, it is difficult to discuss such a subject in 2 letter.
However, [ would like to make a comment of my own, sceing your interest

in the subject; a comment which is of practical interest.

As you surely know, when G-d gave us the Torah at Sinai, He designated
our Jewish people as a "Kingdom of Kohanim and a Holy Nation." The Torah
tells us that in addition to all the Jews who were physically present at Sinai,
all Jewish souls, of all posterity, were present at the Giving of the Torah,
and each and all received the Torah from G-d and committed himself (herself)
to keep the Torah and Mitzvoth at all times and in all places. Thus, every
Jew is, in a spiritual sense, a Kohein, and, indeed, a Kohein Godol. =

One of the symbolic meanings of the stones that adorned the priestly
garments is that even a stone, an inanimate object, can be elevated and
sanctified to serve G-d, even in the very Beis Hamikdash itself. How much
more so should a living person be dedicated to the service of G-d. The stones
in the breast plate had, in addition, a special significance in that they were
worn "on the heart.' All this, and much more, is very meaningful for every
Jew who, as mentioned, is a member of the Kingdom of Kohanim, and has
special qualities similar to those of the Kohein Godol, and by sanctifying all
his actions to be "for the sake of Heaven, " 4 Jew actualizes these qualities -
and sanctifies not only himself, but also his surroundings.
