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THE SHOE ON THE ALTAR

A number of years ago the whole clvilized world was
shocked when a world leader of a certaln G-dless state pounded
his shoe on the table at the United Natlions Assembly.

More recently we read that this was one of his fatal
erroszfor which he was removed by his "comrades".

King Solomon in his book Koheles told us long ago "there
1s nothing new under the sun". This alsoc applies to shoe=
banging.

In our history we find a similar case of someone who tried
to prove a point and zain fame by banging with a shoe, but
galned instead only everlasting infamy.

The Volume of Sukah in the Talmud concludes with a very
colorful story relating to the period of Chanukah and the
herolc struggle of our people against the Greeks and their
henchmen the Jewish Hellenlsts. The story contains lessons for
us today concerning the influence of the home environment on
a chlld and other related subjects.

Our Rabbis taught: It once happened that a daughter of
the Priestly division or family of Bllgah became an apostate
and was married to an officer of the Greek King. VWhen the
Greeks triumphantly entered the Temple (at the time of their
temporary victory) she ascended the altar and pounded with her
shoe on the Mizbelach saying "You hungry wolf, how long will
you consume the wealth of Israel and not stand by to help them

in their trouble." When the Sages heard about this, they

!
deprived tne entire Bllgah family of their ring and locker, to ﬁ>\

which every priestly division was entitled. The Talmud then
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goes on to ask "If a girl became an apostate and abused the

altar, why should we punish the entire famlly on account of

her sin? 'Yeat sald Abaya" because people say what a child
speaks in the street it has heard either from its father or
mother."

What strikes us first is the nerve, the "chutzpaeg/and
the hypocrisy of this "pseudo-patriot". This womankéold ner
birthright of Iid}ishkeit and Kehunah, for the "lentils" of the
fancy shoes @}zﬁ which the Greek officer presente@}éer, she
wno has brought talamities upon ner people by her own wicked
deeds, becomes incensed on seeing the altar, realizing that
her brethern are still ready to sacrifice for their faith,tghe
wraps herself in a mantle of "love for her people", she stamps
and kicks with her shoes protesting alleged Divine injustice
to her people.

Who but our holy sages could have so vividly described
for us the psychology of the person who is willing to trade
his Torah and Mitzvos for a palr of shoes.

Persecution and suffering have affected the Jew physically
and materially, but his splirit remalned firmfnd his values
remained intact.

Only among certain groups and in certain periods did the
surroundings overcome the inner reslstance of the Jew and the
partial surrender of the parents, totally crippled and paralgzed
the character of the children.

It i1s perhaps these situations which the prophet Amos has
in mind when he taments those "who sell the righteous for
sllver and thne needy for a palr of shoes". Children wko' ¢ould
have grown up to be thne most righteous and scholarly people
were abandoned to the myth that they wlll earn a few more
dollass if they abandon thelr study of Torah. Needy Jewlsh
children, who according to our sages are the best raw material
for Toranh Scholarship, have been lost to Torah, because someone
has chosen an extra palr of shoes 1n the closet rather than
a Yeshlvan educ%&on for a Jewlsh chilld.

Greeting and Blessing:

The cause of Chinuch - the upbringing and education of the younger
generation - has alwaye- been one of the highest and most important
tasks of every nation, particularly of our Jewish people., Our holy
Torah, Toras Chayim - the true guide in Jewish life (Torah meaning
"guidance, instruction") - places the utmost emphasis on Chinuch
in our daily way of life ("thou shalt teach them diligently unto thy
children," etc.). Since the time of our Father Abraham ("in order
that he may instruct his children," etc.) to the present day, Chinuch
has been the first obligation of Jewish parents, and of the Jewish
community in general.

This year (5727), the cause of Chinuch receives additional emphasis,

it being a post-Shemitta year, a year of Hakhel ("Gathering together").
This is the special Mitzva which was cgrrIea out once in seven years,
in the time of the Beth Hamikdosh, when all Jews - parents and child-
ren, including the very young, and even the "stranger in thy gates" -
had to gather in the Beth Hamikdosh to hear the king personally read
certain portions from the Torah, so that everyone sﬁouIa be permeated
with the spirit of the Torah and Mitzvos and Yiras Shomayim.

This extraordinary event served to focus special attention on the im-
portance of Chinuch for young and old: It reminded, and demanded from,
the leaders of the people, and the parents themselves, to fulfill their
obligations in the fullest measure, and it once again accentuated the
significance of Chinuch for children of all ages. Even those who were
still too young to understand ("and your children who do not know," etc.
had to be present at the Hakhel event, in preparation for later; for
Jewish education begins at the earliest childhood.

Although the Mitzva of Hakhel cannot now be fulfilled in the manner

in which it was carried out in the time of the Beth Hamikdosh, it is
nevertheless valid today also - in its spiritual contentj in that it
serves as a reminder and challenge to each and every Jew, man and woman,
parents and plain Jews, and particularly community workers and leaders,
to fulfill their duty (which{is also an extraordinary privilege) in

the area of Chinuch-al-Tahars-haKodesh (Torah-true education), each man

and woman according to their fullest ability.

It is to be hoped that all participants and friends of the Yeshiva
Achei Tmimim will, on the occasion of this annual undertaking, express
the spirit of Hakheﬁ, as mentioned above, in a practical way, through
resurgent and expanded efforts for the benefit of this Chinuch insti-

tution; which 1s one of the main pillars of Torah-true Chinuch in
your community.

Greeting and Blessing!

It is a Jewish custom to relate the events of'fhe'week to the
weekly portion of the Torah, and thereby to derive true instruction
from the Torah of Truth ("Torah" means "instruction").

This week's Sedra tells us of the birth and upbringing of the
first Jewish boy, born of Jewish parents, namely, Yitzchok, the son
of Abraham and Sarah, the first ancestors of our Jewish people.

The circumstances surrounding Yitzchok's birth were supernatural
and miraculous, His Bris (circumcision) took place when he was
eight days old, and his upbringing was fraught with difficulties
and trials,

Quite different was the case of Abraham's son Ishmael, whose
birth was quite normal, and who was circumcised when he was thirteen
years old, i.e. at a mature age.

Yet it was Yitzchok whom G-d chose to be Abraham's ‘true heir,
from whom the Jewish people would descend.

Thus the Torah teaches us that when new generations are to be
born who are to ensure the Jewish continuity and future, the ap-
proach must not be based on natural considerations and human cal-
culations, For Jewish existence is not dependent upon natural
forces, but upon G-d's direct.intervention and providence.

Similarly, the education and upbringing of Jewish children is
not to be determined by the same considerations and criteria as
in the non-Jewish world. Jewish parents do not wait until the
child becomes mature enough to determine his behavior and find his
own way to Yiddishkeit. He is given the strdbest and fullest possible
measure of Jewish training from infancy. Only in this way is it
possible to ensure the "everlasting covenant" with G-d, to come
{ through all difficulties and trials with strength, and endowed
with G-di blessings materially and spiritually. ‘

Such is also the approach and system of the Yeshiva Achei-Tmimim
in Newark, which has this year attained its "Bar Mitzvah" year. :
This means that the institution has attained maturity and has now .y
reached a new level for continued advancement, just as the age of b
Bar Mitzvah in Jewish life does not mean a "graduation" but "com-

Greeting and Blessings

I was pleased to be informed about the forthcoming
Annual Dinner of the Yeshiva on the 22nd of Elul.

The month of Elul has a distinction of its own in that
it is the month of spiritual stock-taking for the outgoing
year and preparation for the incoming yeaxr. ’

The significance of this month is expressed also in
the fact that from Rosh Chodesh Elul we begin to recite
twice daily Psalm 27, beginning: "G-d is my light, and my
salvation...the strength of my life,”

The meaning of these three attributes - light, salva-
tion, strength - is as follows:

A human being has a choice of two ways in life, the
right way and the wrong way, the way of the good and the
o Qositeﬁwax,, In oxder to be able to make the proper choice,

e needs illumination, so that he would not be groping in~ = -
darkness. This is why we turn to G-d as "my light."

‘Having chosen the right way in life, a person often finds
that it is not without trials and difficulties. He must,
therefore, again constantly re1¥ on G~d to save him from pit-
falls, and help him overcome difficulties, This is the mean-
ing of "my salvation,"

Finally, perfection demands that a person constantly go
"from strength to strength." There is always room for ad-
vancement in matters of goodness and holiness, as well as in
the degree of joy and vitality with which the good deeds are
performed, Once again he must turn to G-d - "my strength."

In the light of the above zeflections on Elul, and in the
spirit of this month as indicated above, I am confident that
the annual function of the Yeshiva will be carried out most
successfully and accomplish its goals, particularly in help-
ing to strengthen and expand the Yeshiva, Indeed, the Torah-
true education provided by the Yeshiva may be said to reflect
and implement the "Elul spirit" through helping its students
attain perfection in accordance with the said three founda-
tions, as expressed in the verset "G-d is my light, my
salvation, the strength of my life,"
